Rules and Regulations for the 2011 Market Season
Please read these rules and regulations carefully before signing your application and keep this copy for your records.  Failure to comply could result in charges, suspension or termination of your market assignment. · All vendors are required to register with and must be approved by the Bedford  Farmers’ Market Board of Directors before participating in the Market.

· The Market Manager is responsible for all activities at the market; all vendors must comply with his/her requests. Any weeks you cannot make it to the market, please call Marilyn Hartman at 781-935-9819, or email Barbara Purchia at bsrpurchia@aol.com  before market day.  
· Spaces are reserved only for vendors who have prepaid for the season.   All other spaces are assigned on a “first come, first served” basis each week.

· All vendors should arrive at the market before start time allowing sufficient time to set up their produce, products, and display by the opening time.
· No vehicles will be allowed to enter the market area after the market opens and all vehicles that are not part of a vendor stand must be removed before the market opens.
· Vendors provide their own tables, chairs, canopies, awning,  etc.

· Vendors are responsible for cleaning their areas and removing all trash at the end of market day.

· Scales used at the market must be sealed and inspected.

· All produce, plants, flowers, eggs, honey, cider, cheese, etc., must be grown or produced by the vendors of the market.   Exception: A vendor may bring in produce or product other than their own providing it is labeled as such and approved by the Bedford  Farmers’ Market Board of Directors.

· All products must have prices clearly marked, and display signage of the farm or business.
· Vendors must display proof of certification if labeling produce “Certified Organic.”
· The Market Manager cannot redeem food stamps or WIC program coupons, however, vendors are encouraged to accept them.

· Vendors are encouraged to give senior citizens a 10% discount.

· The market does not have access to water or electricity for vendor use.

· Each vendor is responsible for setting up his/her displays, and must ensure that all structures are secure to prevent tents from “rolling” in the wind and creating a hazard to others.

· Vendors of Potentially Hazardous Foods (meat, cheese, tofu and fish, etc.) are responsible for complying with all requirements and licenses set by the town of Bedford, the State of Massachusetts and the Federal Government (i.e. the local board of health, Mass Dept of Public health, USDA, FDA and potentially others) and need to provide a certificate of their local Board of Health permit with this application.

· Vendors  may not leave the market before it closes without permission from the Market Manager.
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
