Performer/Entertainment Guidelines

Performing artists are recognized as significant contributors to the festive atmosphere of the Bedford Farmers’ Market, Inc. Types of entertainment that will be accepted within the Market include: acoustic (non-electric), percussion, and vocal musicians, children’s puppet theater, improv performers, jugglers, and magicians. Performers must submit an application with a description of their entertainment. 

The following guidelines apply:

· BFM Rules and Regulations apply to Performers for set up, conduct, and cleanup during Market hours.

· Performers must reserve dates in advance on a first-come, first-served basis with preference given to any performer who has not had the opportunity to previously entertain at the Market. 
· All performers may take breaks as needed during market hours. 

· Performances must be appropriate for all ages. 

· Donations for performances may be accepted passively in an instrument case or other receptacle provided for that purposed by the performer. The receptacle may include a written sign, which informs the public that such donations are sought. No performer shall actively solicit donations by word of mouth, gesture, mechanical devices, or second parties.

· No performer shall treat any person in a manner that is rough, menacing, vulgar, profane, or abusive.

· Drinking of alcoholic beverages or performing while intoxicated is prohibited.

· Performers are responsible for moderating the volume of their performance to a level appropriate to the surroundings. Performers are responsible for respecting reasonable requests of nearby vendors regarding performance volume and crowd control. 

· Performers are responsible for ensuring that their audience does not block customer traffic, access to vendor stalls, or cause a safety hazard.

· Performers are responsible for respecting spaces provided for performance by keeping them free from unnecessary clutter.

· Performers shall immediately comply with requests of the Market Manager. 

· Performers must be in the act of performing at a designated performer spot while recordings are displayed.

· Recordings shall be displayed in an instrument case or other receptacle provided for that purpose by the performer.  Displays of recordings shall be limited to one or two examples per recording, not to exceed five items. Displays must be set up in the area reserved for the performer.

· Performers are prohibited from displaying or selling recordings of any other artist. 

· Performers may display signs indicating that recordings are available. These signs may not exceed 12” x 24” and must be displayed with the recordings in an instrument case or other receptacle provided for that purpose by the performer.

· Performances are done at the performer’s own risk. The Bedford Farmers’ Market, Inc. is not responsible for damage, loss, or theft of equipment, recordings, or money collected. 

· Performers waiting to perform should grant the current performer the same respect and courtesy as you would want them to give you.

· Do not enter the performance area until your time slot begins

· Do not talk to or interrupt the current performer while they are performing

· Do not tune instruments or practice within earshot of the current performer

· Time slots have been determined. Do not ask other performers to finish early.

· End your performance early enough so that you can clear the performance area before the next time slot begins

· You can offer to help another performer set up or take down equipment, but do not touch another performer’s equipment unless you receive permission to do so
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
